What is Digital Forensics?
Digital forensics is a branch of forensic science encompassing the investigation, recovery, or interpretation. 
Where is electronically stored information held? 
Mobile phones, smart watching, desktop computers, hard drives, email, social media, cloud storage, motorized vehicle electronics, company servers, tablets

Intellectual Property Theft, Executive Termination, General Employee Terminations, Corporate Sabotage, Data Breach, Fraud, Embezzlement, Harassment, Infidelity, HR Disputes, Cybercrimes, competitive attacks, executive identity theft.
